Academy Closure on 30" November 2011

You may be aware that the teaching unions as well as other public service unions have voted to take
industrial action and go on strike on Wednesday 30"™ November 2011. The strike is not specific to
Sheffield Park Academy, and will affect every school in the country to a greater or lesser extent.

From the information that we have received from the trade unions, we expect that the vast majority of
staff at Sheffield Park Academy will exercise their right to strike. Unfortunately despite our best efforts to
find alternative solutions, this will mean that the Academy will be closed to all students on 30" November
2011. 3

This is not a decision that we have taken lightly. We have always endeavoured to keep the Academy
open but, given the widespread nature of this strike, we will not be able to do so in these circumstances.
