We have worked very closely with South Yorkshire Police 
and other local secondary heads all week to monitor this 
and ensure safe schools across the city.

We have also ensured that students in school have 
received a number of key reminders about how to stay 
safe both in school and out in the community, through 
line ups, assemblies, and form tutor daily reminders.

We really appreciate it when parents and carers have contacted us about this social media trend 
and who have passed all relevant information to the Police.

What to do if you or your child is concerned about something relating to the social media 
trend or anything else online/ on social media:

Report it to the Police on 101 (non-emergency) or 999 (emergency) first (particularly outside 
of school hours)
Report your concerns to the social media platform itself
Report it to school as well (please remember that we will not see this information unless it is 
during school hours)

Our students have been excellent in school and shown real maturity and care for one another 
and we are very proud of them for this. We know our students are safe in school: we have a 
secure site and large numbers of staff in our building/ on our grounds at all times.

Homework Reminders

Homework plays an important role in helping students practise what they have learned in 
lessons, develop independent study habits and build long-term knowledge. Completing 
homework regularly helps students feel more confident in class and ensures they keep up with 
key learning across subjects.

Homework is set and due on the following schedule:
· Science – Set Monday 10am, due Monday 9am
· English – Set Tuesday 10am, due Tuesday 9am
· Maths – Set Wednesday 10am, due Wednesday 9am

Students are encouraged to start homework early, read the support carefully and speak to a 
teacher if they are unsure. We also offer teacher-lead homework support at the following times:

Monday – Friday from 7:30am in the canteen
Tuesday – Thursday from 3:10 – 4:00pm in 3B5

If homework is not completed, students will attend a compulsory 20-minute Homework Support 
Session, which will escalate to a 40-minute detention if this session is not attended.

We do this, so that our school site is a pleasant place for students and staff to study and work 
and for families and parents to visit.

Mobile Phone 

Mobile phones for students are banned at Sheffield Park Academy whilst they are on the 
school site.

This is in line with government guidance.
We want our students to interact through words and eye-contact with their fellow students 
and staff: we know that having a ban on mobile phone use for students is important to help 
our students achieve this.
We also want our children to have time away from screens: this is better for their mental and 
physical health.
Phones must be: switched off and in school bags from the moment students enter the 
school gates on a morning.

In line with guidance from the Department for Education: We do confiscate mobile phones 
which are: seen, heard, or used in school: DFE guidance permits schools to do this.
We take these to the main office in school and Parents/ carers must then collect the phone.
Students can use their mobile phone again after they have exited the green gates at the top 
of the student steps: students MUST NOT use their mobile phone at the end of the school 
day until they reach this point: phones will be confiscated if they are seen being used before 
this point on our site.
As a school, we will be ensuring students abide by our mobile phone policy in the coming 
days and weeks: I would appreciate your support with this.
